Frankfurt am Main, 30 October 2024. Due to an unfavorable scheduling constellation and the challenging situation in the AM industry, Formnext Chicago will not take place in 2025 and will be postponed. 
The current environment with economic challenges and geopolitical uncertainties, as well as the transformation phase of the Additive Manufacturing industry, are putting many companies under considerable pressure. In addition, the clash of dates with RAPID + TCT Detroit is making it more difficult for exhibitors and visitors to commit to one of two important events.
